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This manual is your introduction to the MUDEL TM-}
Turret Drilling and Tapping machine and if thoroughly
read, will give you valuable information in the insta-

llation, operation and servicing of the TR-1.

The manual should be available to operators, fore-
men, maintenance aen and any other peraonnel that have
dealings with the TR-1!, so that should it be necessary

+ to make minor adjuatments, it can be used for reference.

Quality materials and the finest engineering skill
have been built into the TR-1 machine and with the pro-
per care and use, you are assured trouble-freo, accura-

te and economical operations.

INSTALLATION:

A - Cloaning: At time of shipment, all exposed machi-
ned surfaces are coated with a rust preventative. Befo
re moving either the slide or the body these surfaces
should be thoroughly elsnped to remcve the rust preven
tative. This is extremely iﬁportant sinoce it prevents
any dirt and grit which may have acewmulated on the
rust preveatative from working umder the sliding sem-
bers amd causing undue wear. Mount feed handles u;d
spindle guard, as per drawing.
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B - Bring leads to terainals &,5,T; in electrical pa-

nel.
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SPINDLE SPEED SELECTION:

The spindle speed @equence of the wachine is broken
up into two rangeas, (kigh and low)}, through the use
of a two-step belt drive located at rear of machine.
In each or these ranges two speeds per spindle is
available throught the use of a two-speed motor.
These spindle apeed changes are accomplished aa fo-

A - A high and low speed range is provided by a
two-step *V" bel drive. To change speed range ,remo-
ve belt cover at rear of machine, loosen M8 socket
head cap acrew and turn belt tension arm {(part no
TR-1-317), until belt is loose enough to be changed.

After changing, turn aram back and tighten screw.

CAUTION: ITIIS MOST IMPORTANT THAT TOGGLE SWITCH LO-
CATED AT BACK OF MAGNETIC PANEL BOX IS AT "H" POSI-

TIGN FOR HIGH PULLEY AND "L" POSITION FOR LOW PULLEY.
If incorrectly set indexing speed of the turret will

be too rapid or too slow.

B - Located at the top of slide (part. no. TR1-201),
is a speed don£r01 drum no. TR1-170. The speed coatrol
drus has a kaob per spindle, each marked "H" for high
nogor and "L" for low motor. These knobs allow you to
pre-select the speed for each spiadle. (See spead con-

trel chart).
